Residential Property Insurance in Louisiana
Dear Sir/Madam:
As you know, residential property insurance has been of particular concern to Louisiana since the hurricanes of 2005.  In addition, pursuant to legislation passed in 2007 in Louisiana, the Commissioner of Insurance is obligated to stay apprised of market conditions (see L.R.S. 22§1402.1 and L.R.S. 22§1430.12(D)).
For the reasons stated above, we are presently undertaking a special study of the residential property market in Louisiana.  We hereby request your participation in providing Louisiana exposure data to us as part of a Special Data Call.  Note that there will be additional studies and data calls in the future as part of the Commissioner’s statutory authority to monitor the marketplace.
For this study, the exposure data needed is by company, by policy type, by zip code.  The policy types are those most commonly written in a residential property program, but may not encompass all of your residential property writings.  The data elements needed include:

*   Various types of policy counts written, canceled, and nonrenewed

*   Policy counts in-force

*   Written premiums

*   Amount of insurance in force

Five time elements are requested:  2003 through 2007.
An Excel spreadsheet workbook is attached which displays our requested format.  The five time elements are represented by five worksheets in the workbook.  Please complete this workbook and return to us no later than Wednesday, April 30, 2008.

As soon as possible, please acknowledge to the undersigned that you have received this correspondence.

An individual company’s information provided in this completed survey will be held confidential.  It may be disclosed to consultants engaged by the Louisiana Department of Insurance under a separate confidentiality agreement but will not be disclosed to any other party.  The information collected in this survey is exempted under Louisiana’s Public Records Act, as provided in L.R.S. 44§4(3), and the protection is further extended under L.R.S. 49§956(8) of the State Administration Law.
